Notification of Biological collections involving Patient samples for possible transfer to the Grampian Biorepository
It may be possible to transfer existing patient samples collected prior to September 2006 to the biorepository, without the need for further consent. Tissues collected after September 2006 may also be transferred to the Biorepository if the original consent allows for their use in other research projects. On-going collections may also be suitable for transfer.
In order for these samples to be transferred we require 1) a minimum data set so that they can be logged into our system, and 2) for samples collected after September 2006 the corresponding completed consent form. Please complete this on-line register form for all tissue collections that you wish to be considered to be transferred to the Biorepository. 

As part of the Biorepository governance process frozen samples require to be stored under strict conditions. These include the use of a freezer, which has an-inbuilt C02 back up system, continuous temperature monitoring and which is fully wired to the switch board with a 24 hour on call service and identified back up freezer. This therefore means that specimens may need to be physically transferred to the Biorepository. 

Please note that for historical collections which meet the criteria for transfer to the Biorepository we are only allowed to reserve 25% of each tissue collection specifically for local research use – the other 75% can and may be used for local and/or external researchers.
